Cornwall Rural Community Council (CRCC) is launching an exciting new competition open to all villages in Cornwall with a population of 5000 or less. The Cornwall and SITA UK Sustainable Village of the Year Competition will be looking for communities that have a sustainable and resilient vision for the future.
There is much collective and individual action that communities can take, and have started taking, to mitigate against, and adapt to, an uncertain future due to the implications of Climate Change, Peak Oil, Fuel Poverty and Food Security. 
Entries are invited from any organisation or individual within a village and will be judged on what has been collectively achieved across the following four themes:  local economy; village amenities; renewable energy and reducing environmental impact; and planning for the future. 
Here are some examples of what the judges will be looking for:

· Alternate provision implemented due to loss of key services (i.e. shops/post offices)
· Energy or water saving initiatives, eco-builds or sustainable energy projects which have, or are being, established and how the community is benefiting from these
· Community facilities (i.e. village hall) hosting initiatives or services that reduce the need to travel
· Community public transport schemes, car sharing schemes or green travel plans that demonstrate a low-carbon approach to day-to-day activities
· Community composting or recycling schemes in operation
· Local businesses that support the community 

· Future planning towards improving community resilience.
There will be five cash prizes: £1000, £750, £500, £300 and £200 respectively to go towards a sustainability project within the villages and the winning village will also be invited to take part in a short professional film showcase.

Entrants need to complete and submit an entry form by 31 July 2010 with judging in late September and an awards event on October 22nd.
